“Better energy efficiency means future proofing our economy and - combined with developing an array of sustainable energy solutions within Australia - will produce a sustainable economy with fewer inflationary pressures in Australia.”
“All Australian Governments should be putting in place integrated measures that promote energy efficiency across government, business and the community by targeting rebates or creating tax relief for buyers investing in energy efficient homes, buildings, appliances and vehicles.”

“In directing such initiatives to both consumers and businesses, an enduring tax cut would be delivered via savings in energy costs, reduce inflationary pressures and of course reduce greenhouse gas emissions.” said Dr Wills.
