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More than words - details of state government renewable energy purchase welcome.
Dr Ray Wills, Chair of the Western Australian Sustainable Energy Association Inc. (WA SEA), has welcomed the announcement today by Energy Minister Hon Fran Logan of Government’s approach to source 20 per cent of their electricity requirements from renewable sources by 2010.

“WA SEA has been calling for the government to take leadership on climate change by practising what they preach. This commitment to buy a proportion of green power will cut greenhouse gas emissions from the business of Government.”
“This initiative provides a strong market signal to project proponents. But given a three year timeline, as with all projects in Western Australia’s surging economy, a key challenge will be ensuring the project approvals work efficiently so that the renewable energy is available on time.”
“WA SEA would like to see a similar state government commitment to reduce by 20% the amount of energy that it uses through energy efficiency practices.” says Dr Wills.
 “It’s important for the State Government to keep moving forward in fighting climate change, and smart use and production of energy is the key.
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
