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Latest reports on global warming should bring a declaration of war.
Dr Ray Wills, Chair of the Western Australian Sustainable Energy Association Inc. (WA SEA), warns that things are getting worse, not better on the climate change front.
“The latest independent climate change report has found pollution's impact on global warming is worse than previously predicted, while a US report names Australians as the world’s worst emitters of greenhouse gases - producing five times as much carbon from generating power as China. But we still are not acting with urgency.”
“We do not have decades to respond to this – we have already had decades. It is time to take the heat out of this problem.”
“The intergovernmental Panel on climate change will have been in operation for twenty years next year. The warnings from the IPCC and the science community get more urgent each year not because of hysteria or conspiracy, but because every year for the last two decades we have failed to act on the warnings and the problem only continues to get worse.”

“We should have acted on global warming in the last century when the first science based warnings were forthcoming. We are now out of time and must act decisively if the most dangerous climate change is to be averted.”

“We need to declare war on global warming, we need governments all around the world to form a war cabinet, we need to rally resources as if we are fighting a real war, as if our children’s futures depended on it – because they do.”
“When we are at war, we act in every part and every level of government, in all industrial sectors, in every part of the community. We need ‘joined-up thinking’ that tends to happen on a war footing, with action in every thing we do - the things we build, the things we buy, how we live.”

 “There is no more time for delay; the time to act is now, and in everything we do. It really is now or never.”
