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Lets renew the train system – no greenhouse on the track to Mandurah.

“Making more use of mass transit and getting cars off the road is a positive way for us to reduce our greenhouse gas emissions profile in Western Australia,” says Dr Ray Wills, CEO of WA SEA.
“An even bigger reduction in emissions could be made by using renewable energy to power the Perth Mandurah railway. And bigger again would be for Premier Alan Carpenter to commit to all electricity for the whole Perth rail system sourced from renewable sources,” says Dr Wills.
“All non-renewable power we consume contributes to the greenhouse effect and so we need to make wise energy choices. The passenger railway consumes electricity but is easily targeted to be supplied by renewable energy and avoid greenhouse gas emissions,” says Dr Wills.

“Ultimately the Carpenter Government should look to move all public transport to renewable energy as soon as possible – either in the form of electricity from renewable sources for rail, or biofuels from sustainable sources for as much of the road fleet as we can.”
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
