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Global warming tip - the little league won’t win the Premiership.
Dr Ray Wills, Chair of the WA Sustainable Energy Association Inc (WASEA) welcomes the dramatic shift in the United States of America position on climate change, with Condoleezza Rice warning that the planet will be destroyed unless economic growth is reined in.

Dr Wills agrees "To do something to combat global warming, we need action that will stop growth in emissions, and then follow through with further actions that will actually reduce emissions."

The Premiership – let’s play to win.

Consider this at finals time - football teams don’t just play one game or one round to win a Premiership – they play every game. And the coach has to want it, the team has to want it, every player has to want it. 
The coach doesn't want his players to think "we can try and win", he wants them to think "we are going to win". And to achieve this, the coach makes plans and sets targets, builds the desire to win,. And he doesn’t send in the little league – he puts every player on the field – and ensures all players put in 100% in every match, and actually get out on the field and make it happen.

In the same way, we have to want to win the carbon neutrality premiership. 
And we won’t do it if governments keep insisting on playing a half-strength team of little leaguers of solutions selected so far to play against the league leader of challenges.

To cut greenhouse gas emissions, to reduce global warming - we have to actually get on with the game – we have to want it, to be determined, make plans and set targets, and make the changes, and make it happen.

WASEA has been calling for governments to Act Now – perhaps the comment by Condoleezza Rice “It is our responsibility as global leaders to forge a new international consensus on how to solve climate change,” may mark the start of the run for the finals.
