When the North West Shelf fails the South West grid, WA needs a sustainable supply of energy.
Tomorrow’s possible bottleneck of gas supplies from the North West Shelf creating an energy generation crisis for Perth and the south-west highlights the need for more urgent action to create diversified generation capacity for south-west Western Australia, according to the Western Australian Sustainable Energy Association Inc. (WA SEA).

“WA SEA has been calling on the State Government for the past five years to move more rapidly on bolstering distributed generation through the south-west,” says Dr Ray Wills, CEO of WA SEA.

 “The Carpenter Government must act quickly, and resolve to aggressively invest in a variety of renewable generation spread across the rural Western Australia –investing in a diversity of projects including biofuels, wind farms and solar farms.” 

“If we had moved faster in the past five years to commission new renewable energy projects across Western Australia, tomorrow’s gas outage would undoubtedly be of less concern.” says Dr Wills.

“There is little doubt 2007 was the Year of Talking the Talk on climate change – 2008 must be the Year of Walking the Walk. The Western Australian Government has said all through 2007 it will Act Now: 2008 is the time to do it,” says Dr Wills.
