Australian governments must buy only green cars.
Australian governments must act with both regulatory measures and market signals to improve energy efficiency and reduce greenhouse gas emissions in Australian vehicles, according to the WA Sustainable Energy Association Inc. (WA SEA).
WA SEA calls on the State and Federal Governments to commit to buy only fuel-efficient vehicles– both cars and trucks – in their fleet purchasing. 

“Governments across Australia are significant purchasers of vehicles in Australia and their purchasing strategies can be used as a powerful tool to create change in markets,” according to Dr Ray Wills, CEO of WA SEA

“The Federal Government should also change taxation laws so that only fuel efficient cars are eligible for tax concessions, including fringe benefits tax, and similarly the Western Australian state government should offer stamp duty relief to fuel efficient cars.”

“With the tax system directed to favour green cars, business fleet purchasing will also respond and further drive the market,” says Dr Wills,

“The Federal Government must focus on things it can control, such as mandating levels of fuel efficiency of the national vehicle fleet, and not be distracted by short-term measures on fuel pricing that will simply disappear as we watch the price of oil continue to rise in a global market,” says Dr Wills.
