‘It is important that not only business but the whole community contribute to the public consultation on the residential Feed in Tariff.’

‘Taking into account the views of industry, including suppliers and customers and inclusive of the community, is essential for Government to ensure they get it right. WA SEA as an industry body representing all manner of enterprises across the whole supply chain, looks forward to working with Government to ensure the scheme outcomes benefit the whole community,’ says Prof. Wills.
‘In moving forward on energy reform, it is imperative that the Energy Minister Peter Collier consults with industry, as he looks to address this issue. In doing so, he will find broad support for his desire for the development of good energy policy for Western Australia,’ says Prof. Wills.
WA SEA will ensure the Minister hears views from the industry on the design of the long awaited feed in tariff – views fully supportive of a sustainable outcome that will be directed at an outcome for the benefit of all West Australians.
WA SEA also welcomes confirmation by the Minister that a feasibility study will be conducted on the potential for a feed-in tariff scheme for small business and commercial premises.
‘We need real support for the world’s fastest developing energy resources - renewable energy – support that will provide certainty to investors, and ensure the rapid growth of energy sources for the 21st Century.’
