First of Perth Solar City projects launched.

The Western Australian Sustainable Energy Association Inc. (WA SEA) congratulates the Perth Solar City consortium on the launch of the first in a series of key solar energy installations to be implemented as part of initiative.

Energy Minister Peter Collier launched the first installation at the Central Institute of Technology in East Perth that will showcase 162 solar panels generating 73,000 kilowatt hours each year.
The world is changing and Australia must respond to climate change with actions that reduce greenhouse gas emission emissions and that will deliver a more competitive, more sustainable Australian economy, that will ensure the quality of life of Australians, and shift global reliance from fossil fuels to renewable energies. ‘It is particularly pleasing to here the Minister state that “The Liberal-National Government recognises the importance of increasing the use of renewable energy and improving energy efficiency across all sectors of the community.”

‘This is the leadership and commitment we need from the State Government to ensure we take advantage of the energy boom of the 21st century – one that will ultimately prove to be renewable energy, not fossil fuel based,’ says Prof Wills.

‘WA’s renewable energy sources are far greater than our fossil fuel resources and we need to position the state to take advantage of our world class renewable energy resources,’ says Prof Wills.
‘One of the key planning initiatives of the Barnett Government is the Strategic Energy Initiative: Energy 2030, which is being developed to provide a co-ordinated plan to meet our energy needs over the next 20 years. A series of public consultations is being rolled out across the state, the next in Bunbury tomorrow (Friday 9 April 2010) and another in Port Hedland next Wednesday 14 April 2010, and it is critical that the plan delivers innovation in the delivery of secure, emissions free energy to the State,’ says Prof Wills.
