Feed in tariff good news for renewables at home.

The Western Australian Government roll out of a feed-in-tariff on renewable energy generation for homeowners is welcomed by the WA Sustainable Energy Association Inc. (WA SEA). 
Energy Minister Peter Collier today provided more detail of how a $23 million WA Budget commitment been provided to introduce a residential net feed-in tariff to sell surplus electricity from grid-connected renewable energy systems including photovoltaic, wind and water systems.
“Western Australia has lagged behind other states, but this announcement lets WA householders catch the pack as all Australian states endeavour to bring more renewable energy to homes,” says Prof Ray Wills, Chief Executive of WA SEA.

“The Minister also affirmed an election commitment to examine ways to extend a feed in tariff beyond home owners to include small and medium sized businesses – WA SEA looks forward to government consultation with industry to establish the best way of giving business opportunities to contribute to small-scale renewable generation in WA,” says Prof Wills.

WA SEA congratulates Energy Minister Peter Collier on this announcement, and hopes this marks the start of even greater efforts to position the State to harvest its massive renewable energy resources and build a more sustainable Western Australian economy.

This is in addition to the price paid under the existing Renewable Energy Buyback Scheme (which has been revised to 7c) that will allow householders to receive a minimum of 47c/kWh.
